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CLINICAL PEARL

e According to a recent publication in The Journal of Virology, patients who were infected with early forms of
SARS-CoV-2 may have reduced protection against some emerging variants. Researchers assessed the ability of
blood from 21 early patients with COVID-19 in Boston to neutralize new variants of concern (UK: B.1.1.7, South
Africa: B.1.351) using a pseudovirus. They found modestly decreased levels of neutralization of B.1.1.7 but a
larger, 4.8-fold reduction in neutralization of B.1.351 using these patient samples. Correlates of cross-
neutralization included receptor-binding domain (RBD) and N-terminal domain (NTD) binding antibodies,
homologous neutralizing antibody (Nab) titers, and membrane-directed T cell responses. How these in
vitro results will translate to real scenarios, and what, if any, correlation there is to the antibody/cross-
protective response created by the vaccines, remains to be seen. It is also important to note that antibody
response is only one of many components of immunity following infection or vaccination.
