Paramedic, EMT, designated first responder, or public safety officer finds injuries 
incompatible with life, ie. the following conditions:

• Decapitation 
• Incineration
• Rigor Mortis
• Decomposition
• Apnea with destruction and/or separation of the body from the 

heart, brain, liver, or lungs
• Multi‐casualty incidents (MCIs) where triage principles preclude the 

initiation or continuation of resuscitation
• Any trauma patient without respirations, pulses, or other signs of life 

and no evidence of hypothermia, drug ingestion, or poisoning
• Submersions of one hour or longer confirmed by public safety 

personnel will be considered a body recovery, not a rescue operation
• An expected death due to a terminal illness
